8. Circuit training is permitted BTN the FLW HR:


A. MON-FRI: 0800-2100 Local (HDS - add one hour to finish time).


B. SAT-SUN: 0800-2000 Local. Night circuits not permitted.

9. PREFERRED RUNWAYS


A. In order of preference


RWY 35 - RWY 17 - RWYs 13 & 31 equal preference


RWYs 04/22 - not AVBL unless operationally required and touch & go circuits not permitted.


B. ATC will nominate preferred RWY providing crosswind is not greater than 10KT, and there is no downwind.

GAAP SPECIAL PROCEDURES:
Notes:

1. ACFT are subject to the flight in proximity provisions specified in AIP ENR 1.1 Section 32, only if operating WI 3NM of the Moorabbin CTR boundary.

2. LOCAL PROCEDURES

A. Circuit altitude - 1000FT (QNH)

B. Entry altitude - 1000FT (QNH)

C. Practice LDGs with feathered propellers not permitted.

D. Simulated engine failure in single engine ACFT after TKOF not permitted.

E. Simulated asymmetric OPS after TKOF not permitted RWYs 17R and 22.

3. DEPARTURES:

A. Departure altitude - Climb to 2000FT AMSL or higher, cloud permitting.

B. RWY 17R


a. DEP not permitted before 0900 Local.


b. Jet DEP not permitted RWY 17R


c. RWY 17R TKOF maintain RWY HDG until S of Woodlands Golf Course.

C. C180, 185, 206, 210, BE35/36 with 2 blade prop, C336/337 and Warbirds fitted with constant speed props are not permitted to use RWY 17R or 31L for TKOF unless no other RWY AVBL.

D. All aircraft departing to remain in Class G airspace are to change to ML RADAR FREQ 135.7, 6NM from MB during TWR HR. Specific transfer instructions will not be issued.

E. Start approval required by the following ACFT:


a. ACFT DEP for AWK in the ML TMA


b. ACFT LDG at Melbourne


c. ACFT DEP ABV 2000FT for LDG at EN

F. DEP from RWY 17 on RWY HDG must remain over land until ABM CARRUM (ACFT DEP 17R, turn left to FLW coast when S of Woodlands Golf Course.)

G. RWY 31L TKOF maintain RWY HDG until over Kingston Centre.

4. ARRIVALS:

When RWY 17 or 35 in use, ACFT inbound from the S must TR via and report at CARRUM on 123.0 and then remain over water until established in the western circuit.

5. HELICOPTER OPS:

A. Day VFR HEL ARR, DEP & CCTS must be at 700FT AMSL unless instructed. ARR and DEP normally use southern HLS.

B. NV OPS shall comply with fixed wing GAAP PROC and ALTs.

C. ARR from GMH and ACE must call 118.1 and fly a close base leg to pass over the active THR not BLW 500FT AMSL;

D. DEP to the E call 118.1 when ready. Unless instructed, a TKOF clearance authorises a turn across the active RWYs when airborne;

E. To avoid overflying airport buildings & public viewing areas, ARR FM W for a southerly APCH must track to the N of, & close to TWR, then DCT to HLS; 

F. DEP to W must track N until past TWR or S until past airport buildings, before turning W;

G. Unless advised CCTS are conducted on the E grass, COM 118.1, inside fixed wing circuit & away FM active RWYs. Once established, the only COM is AIRBORNE call before each circuit. ATC will not positively control these TKOFs or LDGs, or provide sequencing instructions. Initial TFC INFO will only be provided on other HEL conducting CCTS.

6. GAAP COMMUNICATIONS FAILURE PROCEDURES
If possible, land at an aerodrome such as Tyabb, Lilydale or Bacchus Marsh, and arrange a No Radio arrival by phone on 03 9586 6180. Otherwise, carry out general COM Failure Procedures. Track via a MB Approach Point. Enter the control zone at 1500FT AMSL and maintain this ALT until overhead the AD. Ascertain the landing direction, descend to 1000FT AMSL and join the Western circuit on crosswind leg (remain clear of the Eastern Circuit). Proceed with normal CCT and landing. Maintain separation from other ACFT. Watch for light signals from the TWR.

1. AD not AVBL to ACFT ABV 5700KG MTOW without prior permission from AD OPR.
2. High concentration of birds, mainly seagulls, on and in vicinity of AD.
3. PPR for instrument APCH or AWK WI the ML Terminal Airspace. Phone 03 9235 7337 for bookings.
4. RWY 35L Transitional SFC infringed by BLDG W side approx 120M S of RWS end.
